DEVASTATING FLOOD HIT DISHA AROGYA KUTIR

On 13th August 2006, Second Sunday of the month, routine camp day at Disha Arogya Kutir, Darekasa, adevastating flash-flood hit the village Darekasa at 10 A.M. Flood water badly damage half of the village and 'Disha Arogya Kutir' and adjoining railway line.

Flood water started receding by 3 P.M. but by that time it caused huge damage at Disha Arogya Kutir, X-Ray machine, Generator, Refrigerator werebadly damaged.

Furniture swept away, medicine distribution room was submerged under flood water, causing near total damage to the medicines.

Due to rail-line damage by flood, the members of Disha reached Darekasa on 14th Aug. morning as soon as railway route started.

Food materials, milk and essential clothing were distributed by Disha to the villagers, who were affected by flood.

After initial assessment of the damage at Darekasa village, Disha prepared a list of 58 families who were badly hit by flood, and distributed 10 kg. Rice, Dal, edible oil, salt, spices and 12 match-box pack and clothing to each flood affected family.

From 15th Aug. relief and repair work started in war footing at Disha Arogya Kutir. Total cleaning of the area, restoration of power supply, repairing of generator, refrigerator and other equipments were done within a span of 2 weeks. On 27th Aug., 4th Sunday of the month routine O.P.D. was conducted at Disha Arogya Kutir, 314 patients were treated.

On 10th September X-ray machine was restored and started working, total 10 X-rays were taken on the same day.

Mr. Anil Deshmukh, Guardian Minister of Gondia District, M.L.C. Mr. Rajendra Jain, Mr. Vishnupant Bute, Collector Gondia, Dr. TSening Dorje S.P.Gondia visited flood affected Disha Arogya Kutir.
